WORKED  BEST  FOR  YOU  DURING  

THE  PRESCHOOL  YEARS ? 

Disciplining preschoolers can be a 

very challenging and overwhelm-

ing task. At times, I was not sure 

we would all make it through the 

day alive! I am not claiming to 

have done it all right so as you 

read, please keep in mind that 

hindsight is 20/20. As each of my 

children entered this wonderful 

age, I quickly realized that they 

had very different personalities 

and my husband and I would 

have to make adjustments in our 

discipline tactics for each child.  

Though the discipline was differ-

ent for each one, there was one 

thing the same...consistency. Do 

what you say you are going to do. 

Kids are very perceptive ðthey 

know when mom or dad has re-

peated themselves more than 

once that chances are whatever 

consequence was promised 

probably isn't going to happen. I 

believe this was key in our suc-

cess to getting through these 

years without losing our minds. I 

would like to recommend a book 

that I wish I had when my kids 

were little. It is called Scream -

Free Parenting . I would highly 

recommend this to anyone with 

or thinking about having children. 

The good news is that even if 

your children have been training 

you...itôs not too late to do things 

differently. God has blessed us 

with these amazing little crea-

tures to care for and love.  In 

Proverbs 22:6 it says "Train up a 

child in the way he should go: 

and when he is old, he will not 

depart from it." Blessings to all of 

problem was.

Becoming a Woman of Dignity  
by Glynnis Whitwer of Proverbs31 Ministries  
 

"She is clothed with strength and 

dignity; she can laugh at the days 

to come." Proverbs 31:25 (NIV)  

 

How could I have done it? How 

could I have gotten into an argu-

ment with my pre - teen daughter 

that reduced me to the level of: 

"Did not!" "Did too!" It was that 

bad.  

 

I walked away knowing I needed a 

time out. Wasn't I supposed to be 

the grown up? Wasn't I supposed 

to be the mature, godly, Proverbs 

31 woman? At that moment, I was 

anything but.  Frustration at the 

interaction with my daughter 

rushed through my veins like 

adrenalin after a near accident. I 

tried shaking it off, but the emo-

tions stuck with me.  

 

As I replayed the conversation in 

my mind, I thought of all the ma-

ture things I should have done and 

said. I saw myself as I wished I'd 

been ï calm, gentle and dignified. 

And I wondered how I had drifted 

so far from the woman I wanted to 

be.  

 

Dignified. The very word speaks to 

something in my spirit. I imagine a 

self -controlled woman making de-

liberate choices about what she 

says and does based on her priori-

ties. I imagine a woman whose 

personality is not changed by cir-

cumstances, but exhibits grace un-

der all kinds of challenges.  

 

What is dignity anyway? We find it 

mentioned in Proverbs 31:25 as 

something to be desired, "She is 

clothed with strength and dignity." 

My dictionary defines it as "the 

quality or state of being worthy, 

honored or esteemed." Based on 

that definition and the entire chap-

ter of Proverbs 31, I believe a 

woman clothed in dignity is one 

who knows who she is in Christ, 

and chooses to act in ways consis-

tent with her high calling as a child 

of God.  

 

Sadly, I have at times allowed the 

actions and words of another to 

impact my choice to maintain my 

dignity. In moments of frustration, 

I have set aside that dignity and 

allowed emotions to rule.  

 

In the frustration of having a 

schoolyard argument with my 

daughter, I forgot I was a woman 

chosen by God and given the 

strength to deal with daily chal-

lenges. God invited me to clothe 

myself in His power, and I had re-

jected His offer of help.  

 

I had a lot of apologizing to do: 

first to my daughter, then to God. 

I'm thankful both forgave me, and 

offered me an opportunity to try 

again to model dignity. It made a 

difference. The next time I felt 

emotions threaten to overtake me, 

I took a deep breath and thought, 

"I am a woman of dignity." Then I 

prayed for God to step in and 

clothe me with His power to be 

that woman.

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Women's History  Month  
How did March come to be Women's History  Month?  
By Jone Johnson Lewis  

 

In 1911 in Europe, March 8 was first celebrated as International Women's 
Day. In many European nations, as well as in the United States, women's 
rights was a political hot topic. Woman suffrage ð winning the vote ð was a 
priority of many women's organizations. Women (and men) wrote books on 
the contributions of women to history.  
 
But with the economic depression of the 1930s which hit on both sides of the 
Atlantic, and then World War II, women's rights went out of fashion. In the 
1950s and 1960s, after Betty Friedan pointed to the "problem that has no 
name" ð the boredom and isolation of the middle -class housewife who often 
gave up intellectual and professional aspirations ð the women's movement 
began to revive. With "women's liberation" in the 1960s, interest in women's 
issues and women's history blossomed.  
 
By the 1970s, there was a growing sense by many women that "history" as 
taught in school ð and especially in grade school and high school ð was 
incomplete with attending to "her story" as well. In the United States, calls 
for inclusion of black Americans and Native Americans helped some women 
realize that women were invisible in most history courses.  
 
And so in the 1970s many universities began to include the fields of women's 
history and the broader field of women's studies.  
 
In 1978 in California, the Education Task Force of the Sonoma County Com-
mission on the Status of Women began a "Women's History Week" celebra-
tion. The week was chosen to coincide with International Women's Day, 
March 8.  
 
The response was positive. Schools began to host their own Women's History 
Week programs. The next year, leaders from the California group shared their 
project at a Women's History Institute at Sarah Lawrence College. Other par-
ticipants not only determined to begin their own local Women's History Week 
projects, but agreed to support an effort to have Congress declare a national 
Women's History Week.  
 
Three years later, the United States Congress passed a resolution establish-
ing National Women's History Week. Co -sponsors of the resolution, demon-
strating bipartisan support, were Senator Orrin Hatch, a Republican from 
Utah, and Representative Barbara Mikulski, a Democrat from Maryland.  
 
This recognition encouraged even wider participation in Women's History 
Week. Schools focused for that week on special projects and exhibitions hon-
oring women in history. Organizations sponsored talks on women's history. 
The National Women's History Project began distributing materials specifically 
designed to support Women's History Week, as well as materials to enhance 
the teaching of history through the year, to include notable women and 
women's experience.  
 
In 1987, at the request of the National Women's History Project, Congress 
expanded the week to a month, and the U.S. Congress has issued a resolu-
tion every year since then, with wide support, for Women's History Month. 
The U.S. President has issued each year a proclamation of Women's History 
Month.  
 
To further extend the inclusion of women's history in the history curriculum 
(and in everyday consciousness of history), the President's Commission on 
the Celebration of Women in History in America met through the 1990s. One 
result has been the effort towards establishing a National Museum of 
Women's History for the Washington, DC, area, where it would join other 
museums such as the American History Museum.  
 
The purpose of Women's History Month is to increase consciousness and 
knowledge of women's history: to take one month of the year to remember 
the contributions of notable and ordinary women, in hopes that the day will 
soon come when it's impossible to teach or learn history without remembering these contributions.

What to keep for 1 month  

* ATM Printouts (When you balance your checkbook each 

month throw out the ATM receipts)  

 

What to keep for 1 year  

* Paycheck Stubs (You can get rid of once you have compared 

to your W2 & annual social security statement)  

* Utility Bills (You can throw out after one year, unless you're 

using these as a deduction like a home office -- then you need 
to keep them for 3 years after you've filed that tax return)  

* Cancelled Checks (Unless needed for tax purposes and then 

you need to keep for 3 years)  

* Credit Card Receipts (Unless needed for tax purposes and 

then you need to keep for 3 years)  

* Bank Statements (Unless needed for tax purposes and then 

you need to keep for 3 years)  

* Quarterly Investment Statements (Hold on to until you get 

your annual statement)  
 

What to keep for 3 years  

* Income Tax Returns (Please keep in mind that you can be 

audited by the IRS for no reason up to three years after you 

filed a tax return. If you omit 25% of your gross income that 

goes up to 6 years and if you don't file a tax return at all, 

there is no statute of limitations.)  

* Medical Bills and Cancelled Insurance Policies  

* Records of Selling a House (Documentation for Capital Gains 

Tax)  
* Records of Selling a Stock (Documentation for Capital Gains 

Tax)  

* Receipts, Cancelled Checks and other Documents that Sup-

port Income or a Deduction on your Tax Return (Keep 3 years 

from the date the return was filed or 2 years from the date 

the tax was paid --  which ever is later)  

* Annual Investment Statement (Hold onto 3 years after you 

sell your investment.)  

 
What to keep for 7 years  

* Records of Satisfied Loans  

 

What to hold while active  

* Contracts  

* Insurance Documents  

* Stock Certificates  

* Property Records  

* Stock Records  

* Records of Pensions and Retirement Plans  
* Property Tax Records Disputed Bills (Keep the bill until the 

dispute is resolved)  

* Home Improvement Records (Hold for at least 3 years after 

the due date for the tax return that includes the income or 

loss on the asset when it's sold)  

 

Keep Forever  

* Marriage Licenses  

* Birth Certificates  
* Wills  

* Adoption Papers  

* Death Certificates
