Pour egg mixture over 

the skillet. Tilt the skillet slightly 

and turn to coat the ingredients 

in the skillet with the egg mix-

ture. Keep on medium heat and 

cook about 15 minutes or just 

almost set - the top should still 

look ñlooseò and uncooked. Place 

under the broiler for 5 minutes 

or until the top is just beginning 

to brown.

The air smelled lemony fresh. The 
shelves and closets and drawers 
looked neat and tidy. And, as an 

added bonus, this spring cleaning 
excursion often unearthed some 
prized possession I thought had 
been long lost. Once it was a favorite 
Skipper doll. Another year, my bright 
red Etch -a-Sketch. Later a cherished 
issue of Tiger Beat magazine. If I 

hadnôt participated in this annual 
ritual, Iôd never have rediscovered 

these important items!
